Safety— Please Read & Inform Us!

Field Trips— Campers are required to wear the
camp T-Shirt provided. Extra shirts may be pur-
chased for $6.00 each. Trips are mostly schedule
for Tuesday and Thursdays.

Tllness/’ Injury- Please do not put other campers
and staff at risk by sending your child to camp if
they are not feeling well. If your child becomes ill
or injured while at camp you will be notified im-
mediately by the staff. If you are unavailable staff
will contact your alternative emergency contacts.

You will be expected to have your child picked-up
promptly.

Medication— We do not administer medication to
campers for any reason.
